Wipes products aren’t flushable
Many household cleaning products are labeled and marketed as “disposable” but that doesn’t mean you should flush them down the toilet. According to the Association of the Nonwoven Fabrics Industry, last year consumers spent $3 billion on disposable cleaning products and sent 83,000 tons of non-biodegradable wipes to sewers and landfills. 

The following items should not be thrown in the toilet, even if the label says “flushable”: 

· disinfecting wipes

· baby wipes

· mop refills

· paper towels

· towelettes

These products don’t dissolve once they are flushed; they clog private pipes that cause expensive and time consuming repairs for homeowners. On a larger scale, these products also get tangled up and stuck in public sewer pipes and pump station equipment leading to unpleasant sewer backups. 

Your city reports that insert measurements have been pulled out of pipes, closing pump stations for amount of time/cost.  To avoid costly repairs at home and at treatment facilities, throw “disposable” products in the trash, not the toilet.
